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Snowstorms and Neighbors Remembered

It just kept snowing; and then the wind came
out of the Northeast, brisk and steady before
twisting to blow in our face from the West. Some
time in the night, the wind raised its voice and
quickened its pace to forty miles per hour as tem-
peratures fell to minus seventeen degrees. Man
alive, | don't like to be cold; and the experience
stirred remembrance of Mr. Tolerton and his faith-
ful deliveries of ice to the neighborhood of my
growing up years. A job like that in winter would
chill all your bones.

Remembering our “lce Man” brought many oth-
ers to mind, including those who delivered milk,
bread, coal and mail to our homes. Those folks
took a great deal of pride in their reliable service;
and were apologetic in 1950 when record snowfall chased by 40 mph winds
drifted to heights of 2b-30 feet, closed all roadways to travel. Mr. Fisher, of
course, still carried the mail door to door. Cline’s bakery had to ration sales,
but stayed open late for families in need of bread. Virgil and Clara Wilson lived
above their Old Reliable Carry-out & Dairy. They couldn’t shovel out or make
deliveries; but Virgil kept his dairy running for walk-ins, and Clara manned the
counter till “l couldn’t see straight.” The blizzard had “whited-out” the sign above
Kuenzli's market, remembered for kindness to neighbors through “Depression”
years. John & Frieda stayed on, however, till they “ran out of almost everything.”

We have not had an ice box in our
kitchen for a long time; but winter
storms come by every year, and the bold
ones are long remembered. While not a
clone to the blizzard of 1950 or 1978, last
month’'s storm brought heavy snowfall,
high winds and bitter cold, ice and drift
covered roadways. Travel was restricted
to all but first-responders, shifts were
cancelled and schools were shut down
for days. Staff stayed over at Filling Me-
morial and Luther Home of Mercy, work-
ing long hours, getting tired, resting,
and then going back to do it again. This |-
will be one to remember; and, as with
all bold storms, remembered with the
names, faces, voices and devotional service of those who would not rest until
all vital services were delivered to neighbors in need.

Equipment Grant Received

LHM is excited to announce a grant from the Ohio Bureau of Workers
Compensation for the purchase of new lifting and transfer equipment on our main
campus. Insuring the safety and comfort of our residents as well as the safety
of our staff is a top priority. After evaluating equipment needs and Worker's
Compensation claims, it was determined that standardizing the types of lifting
equipment on campus may serve to enhance safety practices.

Working together, Physical Therapist, Rebecca Sparks, and Mission
Advancement Coordinator, Megan O'Brien, constructed a funding proposal that
included six new mobile sling lifting systems along with three standing transfer
aids. The equipment will be used to help in lifting and transferring residents who
have limited mobility and decreased weight bearing capacity.

The award, in the amount of $39,000.00, is a 3 to 1 matching grant where
BWC will match $3 for every $1 spent by Luther Home on equipment aimed at
reducing workplace injuries.

Luther Home will provide BWC with quarterly data reports and a follow-up
case study to assist them in determining the effectiveness of safety interventions
and establish best practices.

The homes are made possible by way of a generous grant from the Department of Hous-
ing and Urban Development. The total grant will provide Mercy Outreach Ministries V with
$1,581,000 for capital construction; and, in addition, will provide qualifying occupants a
three year rental subsidy contract totaling $153,000. It is expected that this project will
be completed and ready for occupancy by September of 2014.
